BYLAWS AND FLYING RULES AND REGULATIONS

 
BYLAWS

 
ARTICLE I – NAME
 

The name of this club shall be MENTOR AREA RADIO CONTROL SOCIETY, INC. (MARCS), a non-profit organization incorporated in the state of Ohio.

 

ARTICLE II – PURPOSE

 

A. A.                 To promote the sport of flying radio controlled model aircraft.

B. B.                 To promote public understanding and acceptance of the sport.

C. C.                 To furnish Liability Insurance, as directed by the members, for fliers at the club field.

D. D.                 To facilitate the exchange of knowledge among its members.

E. E.                  To sponsor and encourage flying in competitive events.

F. F.                  To furnish and maintain a satisfactory flying site and an alternate flying site.

G. G.                 To facilitate cordial social relations among its members, their families, and spectators.

 

ARTICLE III – MEMBERSHIP

 

Section I – Limitations

 


The number of members shall be unrestricted.

 

Section II – Applications

 


Applications will only be distributed at the business meetings.  If unable to attend the business meetings, the applicant must receive the MARCS introductory booklet with the application from an executive board member.


An application for membership shall be accompanied by initiation fees and dues, and shall include proof of AMA membership. (See Section III)  At this time, the applicant will receive the MARCS BYLAWS and the FLYING RULES AND REGULATIONS. Each applicant shall be a probationary member for one month from the date the application is received by a club officer.  Probationary members shall be permitted to fly at the club field under the supervision of a MARCS flight instructor.  At the business meeting following the probationary period, the probationary member will be accepted or rejected as a full member by an open vote unless a secret ballot is requested by one or more members.

 

Section III – Licenses

 


All members, and applicants to membership in this club, must be current members of the Academy of Model Aeronautics (AMA). At all times, evidence of AMA membership shall be on file with the Membership Committee Chairman.  Failure to confirm current AMA membership shall result in an automatic suspension of flying privileges.

 

Section IV – Expulsion

 


Pending possible expulsion, the Executive Board shall suspend a member of flying privileges.  The question of expulsion will be resolved at the next business meeting.

 

Section V – Inactive Membership

 


A member may become inactive for a maximum of four years upon his written request.  The member may re-enter the club by paying dues for the current year.

 

Section VI – Associate Membership

 


A person can join the club as an associate member by paying $20.00 membership dues.  An associate member has no flying or voting privileges and cannot serve as a standing committee chairman or as an executive board member.  However, an associate member can obtain full privileges by paying full initiation fees plus a $55.00 dues upgrade fee.  In addition, an upgrading associate member must be voted into the club a second time.

 

ARTICLE IV – OFFICES

 

Section I – Elected Officers

 


Elected officers of the club will include a president, vice-president, secretary, treasurer, and two members at large. Except as noted hereafter, no officer shall have the right to incur debt to the club without approval of the membership.

 

Section II – Duties

 


The duties of the club officers shall be as follows:

 

A. A.                 The president shall preside at all business meetings, shall be responsible for all committee action, and shall act as spokesman for the club in all outside communications pertaining to the club.

 

B. B.                 The vice-president shall serve as contest committee chairman and shall act for the president when the president is unable to serve.

 

C. C.                 The secretary shall keep minutes of all meetings and the number attending the meeting. He or she will be responsible for maintaining all records other than financial, and for supplying the newsletter editor with the business meeting minutes for publication in the newsletter.

 

D. D.                 The treasurer shall receive all funds and shall be responsible for prompt payment of all debts.  Such transactions shall be recorded in a ledger showing receipts and disbursals current to each business meeting. He or she shall also maintain records showing the original cost and whereabouts of all club property.  Following payment of dues, by February, he or she shall present a proposed operating budget at the March business meeting for approval by the membership, and shall invest all excess funds as directed by the membership.  The treasurer shall also be responsible for obtaining membership approval prior to payment of any debt or obligation except those of the Executive Committee under Article VIII, Section II, A.

 

ARTICLE V – TERM OF OFFICE

 

Section I – Term

 


The Term of office or position shall be one year, commencing with the first business meeting in December.

 

Section II – Election

 


The election of officers and positions will be held annually during the first business meeting in November.

 

Section III – Outgoing Officers

 


Outgoing officers will present a slate of recommended candidates at the October business meeting, and report on the state of affairs of the club with appropriate recommendations for the future.

 

Section IV – Vacancy

 


Upon the vacancy of any office the Executive Committee will recommend a candidate to complete such term of office as remains.  The membership will vote on any candidates to fill the vacant office.

 

ARTICLE VI – MEETINGS

 

Section I – Business Meetings

 


The business meeting shall be held at a time and place the membership shall agree upon by vote.  The informal program meetings shall be held at such times and places as the membership shall agree to.

 

Section II – Special Meetings

 


A special meeting may be called by the President or by a majority of the Executive Committee.  The entire membership must be notified of the time, place, and the reason for such a special meeting, and the notification must be in writing and at least five days in advance of such meeting.

 

ARTICLE VII – DUES AND FEES

 

Section I – Application Fees


A $25.00 application fee shall be imposed with each membership application for adult, adult/junior combinations, senior, or disabled; a $15.00 fee for each membership application for junior (those age 17 and under); and no application fee for associate membership.

Section II – Dues

 

Membership categories are:  Adult (Senior or Disabled), Adult-Junior combination,
Junior, and Associate.
 
Yearly membership dues are as follows (see following chart):
 
1) 1)                  New and Renewing adults, seniors (65 or older), or disabled - $75.00 per year
2) 2)                  New and Renewing Adult-Junior combination -- $80.00 ($75+$5) per year.
(note: Adult-Junior combination members must apply and renew jointly)
3) 3)                  New and Renewing juniors (17 and under) - $25.00 per year. 

4) 4)                  New and Renewing associate members - $20.00 per year
(note: Associate members do not have flying or voting privileges, do not receive dues credits, and cannot serve as standing committee chairmen or executive board members.)

 
Renewal of dues will only be accepted on or after December 1st for the upcoming flying season.
 
Each renewing adult, senior, or disabled member (not associate, junior, or adult/junior combination member) may reduce their yearly dues by $25.00  - see Sections VI and VII of this Article for full explanation of dues credit eligibility.

Section II A – Special Allocation of Dues

 


A portion of the yearly dues as specified below will be deposited by the club Treasurer in the New Field Fund as specified in Section V of this article.

 

Amounts to be deposited in the New Field Fund:

1) 1)      New and renewing adults, seniors, disabled - $30.00 each

2) 2)      New and renewing juniors - $10.00 each

Juniors under Section II – Dues, line #2, are exempt from this section.

 

Section II B – Dues Late Fees

 

Dues for new members accepted after the August business meeting will be one half the yearly dues plus appropriate application fees.  All membership renewals paid after the February business meeting are subject to a $10.00 per month late fee.  This fee will be in effect for two months ($20.00 maximum).  After the April business meeting, members that have not paid their dues will be automatically dropped from the club membership; if they wish to rejoin the club they must apply as any new member subject to the appropriate dues and fees.  A member may become inactive per Article III, Section V.

 

Section III – Special Assessment

 


Special assessments may be levied through the procedure used in amending the Bylaws (Article IX).

 
Section IV – Honorarium

 

Executive Board members and elected positions will receive one year’s dues exemption upon completion of a full term of office or position.  All positions voted by the membership as dues exempt shall become elected positions.

 

Section V – New Field Fund

 

A New Field Fund will be created by the Treasurer separate from any other MARCS account for the sole purpose of financing a new field when it may become necessary to do so.  This account will be of an instrument of the highest interest available such as a Certificate of Deposit or equivalent. All portions of the yearly dues as specified in Section II A of this Article, and any excess club funds (not required for operating expenses) remaining from the previous year will be deposited into the New Field Fund by the end of the first quarter of the upcoming year.  The monthly and yearly Treasurer’s report will reflect this activity as New Field Fund.
 
Section V A – New Field Fund expenditure:
 

In the event that an expenditure is needed, the New Field Fund may be accessed only under the following condition:  A majority vote of the Executive Board is required in order to bring the matter to the MARCS membership at a business meeting or special meeting (under Article V Section II) for approval of disapproval by a majority vote of the membership.
 
Section VI – Dues Reduction Incentive

 

Adults, seniors, and disabled club members (does not include Adult/Junior combination, junior, or associate members) have the option to reduce their next year’s membership dues by participating in a club event or activity approved by the Executive Board, as specified in Section VII of this article.  Each event or activity will be worth a $5.00 credit to be applied to the following year’s dues. A maximum of five (5) credits per year ($25.00 maximum) is allowed.

The event chairman will submit a list of members eligible for credits to the membership committee chairman after each approved event or activity (see section VII). When a member renews his dues, he will submit his credits on his renewal form.  The membership committee chairman will verify the credits to be awarded.
 
Section VII – Credit Events

 

The following list of events are at present worth a $5.00 credit under Section VI.  Any other special event or service for the MARCS club will be worth a $5.00 credit upon approval of the Executive Board.
 
1) 1)      Working at the North Coast Challenge air race (one credit for each day worked).
2) 2)      Working at the National Model Plane Show. 
3) 3)      Working at an AMA-sanctioned club event.
4) 4)      Suggesting and running a program meeting.
5) 5)      Working at an official field clean-up day.
6) 6)      Working at the annual club picnic.
7) 7)      Any Committee or fun-fly chairman.
8) 8)      Any fund raising event organized by the MARCS club
 
ARTICLE VIII - COMMITTEES

 
Section I – Special Committees

 

Special committees may be appointed by the president as required.
 
Section II – Standing Committees

 

Standing committees appointed by the president to serve throughout his term of office shall include:
A) A)                Executive Committee (also called the Executive Board):
 
Will be composed of elected officers, the immediate past president, two members at-large elected from the membership, the newsletter editor, the field maintenance director, and the membership chairman.  This committee shall act as a steering committee for the club, bringing recommendations to the membership for their approval.  The committee is authorized to make emergency expenditures up to $200.00 in any month without the approval of the membership.  Expenditures over $200.00 must be voted on by a majority vote at a business meeting.
 
All contract involving MARCS having a financial obligation of $2000.00 or more must be reviewed by an attorney, prior to entry into the contract, and his or her recommendations reported by the Executive Committee to the membership for consideration. 
 
B. B.                 Program Committee:
 
Shall be responsible for planning educational and entertaining programs for all informal meetings, to include workshops and demonstrations.
 
C. C.                 Field Maintenance Committee:
 
Shall consist of a field maintenance director and up to five committee members. Shall be responsible for the overall maintenance of the flying field(s).  It will publish work schedules, recommend maintenance expenditures and improvements for the flying site(s). Committee members shall be elected under Article 5, section 1 & 2, and will be dues exempt under Article 7 section 4.
D. D.                 Flying Safety Committee:
 
Shall be responsible for obtaining approval and support of rules designated to upgrade flying safety.  It will govern and enforce spectator and parking regulations and will bring any repeated violations of AMA or club flying rules to the attention of the membership for appropriate action.
 
E. E.                  Contest Committee:
 
Shall be responsible for publishing a calendar of events for the year no later than the February business meeting for approval by the membership.  It shall there upon be responsible for executing the agreed-upon calendar of events, including planning and directing of all contests and the provision for prizes to be awarded.
 
F. F.                  Membership Committee:
 
Shall be responsible for maintaining the club’s membership records, collecting dues and initiation fees, accepting applications for membership, ascertaining that all new and renewing members have a current AMA membership, and providing prospective members with an application for membership and associated documents.  All funds collected should be promptly turned over to the treasurer for deposit into the club accounts.  After the April business meeting the membership chairman should furnish a current membership roster to the club officers and the newsletter editor.
 

G. G.                 Fund Raising Committee:
 
Shall be responsible for submitting ideas for fund raising projects to the Board and/or club members for their approval.  Upon approval by the club members the chairman will organize and pursue the fundraising events in conjunction with volunteer club members and/or other committee members.
H. H.                 Members at Large: Although the elected members at large are not committee chairmen, their duties are as follows:
 
They will function as the club member’s representatives.  They should participate in as many club functions as possible so as to be readily available to the membership.  The members can bring complaints, suggestions, and/or other problems to the attention of any Board member; however, the member at large is an added avenue for them to voice their opinions and is often more readily available.  The member at large should attempt to resolve any problems on the spot, but will refer any items that require Board and/or membership attention to the attention of the Board and/or president.
 
ARTICLE IX – AMENDMENTS

 
Section I – Proposal

 

Proposed amendments to the Bylaws may be presented in the form of a motion at any business meeting or special meeting of the club.  A majority of the members present concurring, the Bylaws amendment will be presented to the full membership in writing.
 
Section II – Amendment Procedure
 

After seven (7) days notice in writing, a two-thirds vote of the members present at a regular business meeting or duly called special meeting under Article VI, Section I and II shall be required to change the Bylaws. Objections and/or comments can be submitted in written form and read into the minutes.

FLYING FIELD RULES AND PROCEDURES

All MARCS club members shall assist in the enforcement of the following rules.  All club members have the responsibility to request any member, guest or spectator to observe the AMA and MARCS rules.  The continued use of our flying field is contingent upon proper and safe conduct by all. 

1. No flying or engine operation shall take place before 9:00am on Monday through Saturday, and none before 10:00am on Sundays and holidays. Flying will not be allowed while mowing operations are in progress, or when workers are present on the field. 

2. A flag is installed to signal when the farmer is working in the flying area. When the flag is up, pilots are to refrain from flying over the farmer’s fields, which are about 50 feet north of the railroad tracks.  The railroad tracks are about 100 feet north of the runway. 

3. Noise restriction:  As required by our lease, all engines shall not exceed 85db at full power as measured at ten (10)    meters from the aircraft while it is sitting on the ground. 

4. Each flyer shall have their turn in order as it comes up on any frequency. 

5. All flights will be limited to twelve (12) minutes, including engine starting and run-up. 

6. The mowed runway area is approximately 150 feet wide and 600 feet long.  The middle of the runway in front of the flight stations is your centerline for all takeoffs and landings including touch and go’s.  All flying other than takeoffs and landings will be performed north of the runway area – providing a 150-foot buffer zone between flight operations and the flight stations.  Note: all pilots are urged to walk to the east end of the runway area, to familiarize themselves with (a) the location of the high-voltage power lines which are approximately 200 feet east from the southeast corner of the runway and (b) the location of the trees relative to the northeast corner of the runway.  These two obstacles are more than 600 feet from the flight stations and are “out of bounds” (see #7). 

7. NO-FLY zones:   Flying is prohibited to the south of (behind) the flight stations, as per AMA regulations.  In addition, flying is prohibited:  (a) over the power lines to the east,  (b) north of the far tree line approximately 3500 feet north of the runway area, and (c) west of the landfill mound approximately 3500 feet to the west of the runway. 

8. The runway is oriented east and west, providing runways 9 and 27. 

A.          When taking off on runway 27 (from right to left, to the west) the initial turn after takeoff will be a right turn to the North.  When landing on runway 27 (from right to left, to the west) the traffic pattern will be a right-hand pattern. 

B.          When taking off on runway 9 (from left to right, to the east) the initial turn after takeoff will be a left turn to the North.  When landing on runway 9 (from left to right, to the east) the traffic pattern will be a left-hand pattern. 

C.          When the weather is calm, or a direct cross wind exists, the first pilot to fly will establish which direction will be used for takeoffs and landings.  Others arriving will conform by asking which runway is being used for takeoffs and landings. 

9. Pilots will refrain from flying low over the gravel access road  (to the west of the runway) whenever vehicles are travelling on it.  Pilots will also refrain from flying low in this area if there are farm workers present or implements being operated in the nearby fields. 

10. Parking Area: the designated parking area is south of the spectator area.  Vehicles may not be driven through the area between the spectator area and the pits.  Vehicles are prohibited from parking north of the spectator area, or along the access roads. (During special events, the parking area will be marked with temporary signs and markers.)  Club members may drive up to the pit entrance to load or unload their aircraft and support equipment; however, they must immediately move their vehicles to the parking area afterwards. The access road leading to the field and to the pits must be kept clear at all times for potential emergency use. 

11. Aircraft that experience complete loss of engine power during flight will have priority and right-of-way over all other aircraft that are either on the ground or in the air.  In case of this situation, the pilot will signal the other pilots by loudly proclaiming “DEAD STICK”.  Other pilots must then clear the field. During normal flight operations, landing aircraft always have priority and the right-of-way.  The use of a spotter is highly recommended to assist the pilot at all times, but especially important in this situation. 

12. Members will refrain from performing lengthy engine run-ups or engine break-in at the flying field while others are present, except at the designated area east of the pits.  

13. Non-members may fly at the flying field as Guest Pilots, as long as they are current AMA members and are not residents of the northeast Ohio area.  The host MARCS member is responsible for his guest’s actions at the field.  Guest Pilots are permitted three (3) flying sessions after which they must apply and become members of the club to continue flying at the field.  All Guest Pilots must be proficient R/C pilots to fly at the field.  Qualified MARCS members can vouch for the proficiency of their guests, but all others must demonstrate their proficiency to a MARCS Flight Instructor (see #14).  All guest pilots must be made aware and must comply with the MARCS and AMA flying rules and procedures, including the no-fly zones and noise restrictions. 

14. In order to fly at the field “solo”, MARCS members must first be qualified by a MARCS flight instructor in order to certify that they are able to safely control their aircraft and that they understand all the club’s flying rules and procedures.  Pilots will be qualified in three categories, as follows: 

· Class A: Trainer Aircraft (high wing) up to 0.60 CID 

· Class B: Mid-wing/Low-wing/Bipe (High-Performance) up to 1.20 CID 

· Class C: All types, and aircraft over 1.20 CID 

15. If an aircraft becomes uncontrollable, the pilot or spotter should immediately alert others with a loud “HEADS UP” declaration.  When retrieving an aircraft or anything else on the runway or near the runway, pilots must alert other pilots with a loud “MAN ON THE FIELD” and when clear of the runway area, sound out with a loud “FIELD IS CLEAR”. 

Under no circumstance may pilots start or re-start their aircraft on the runway while other pilots or aircraft are operating.   

16. Pilots responsible for damage to another aircraft or the personal property of someone else, or physical injury to someone, should take financial responsibility for their actions and the damage they caused.  In the event of a midair collision, both pilots are deemed to be equally responsible and will not be liable for the damages to the other pilot’s equipment. However, instructors will not be held liable for damage incurred to an aircraft they are responsible for, since flying accidents are inevitable during training. The instructor (as pilot) would only be liable for damage caused to a third party. 

17. A flyer should call out his frequency channel number and the word “ON” (i.e., “23-ON”) at the time he turns on his radio transmitter.  If others are waiting to fly on the same channel, the flyer should call the next flyer’s name when he turns his transmitter off and returns it to the transmitter impound area.  Please refer to the “Frequency Control” section of these flying rules for more detailed information.   

18. Helicopter pilots are required to operate their helicopters from the farthest upwind flight station.  Helicopter flights must use the same takeoff and landing procedures as fixed wing aircraft (see #8).   

19. Per AMA rules, operators of gasoline powered aircraft must have a fire extinguisher (of the type approved for flammable liquids) present and ready for use whenever the aircraft is being fueled, started, or de-fueled.  Also, gasoline powered aircraft must be equipped with an ignition kill switch.  Additional safety measures are especially recommended, such as heavy gloves for hand protection, and having an additional person to securely hold the aircraft while starting the engine.   

20. All aircraft flown at the MARCS field must comply with all AMA regulations.  The AMA requires that planes be identified with the owners name & address OR the AMA number (*not both*), either ON the outside of the airplane or INSIDE the airplane (*not both*). These procedures are necessary per AMA’s insurance requirements.   

21. Alcoholic beverages are not permitted at the flying field or anywhere at the Lake County landfill.  Smoking is not permitted in the pit area or on the flight line.   

22. Pilots will only fly from the marked pilot stations on the flight line.  No more than five (5) aircraft will be flown at any one time.  There are five flight stations.   

23. No trash is to be left at the flying field.  If you create any trash it is your responsibility to remove it.  As club members, you should volunteer to remove any trash left by others.   

24. Practice pattern flying and practice pylon flying is to be done during designated times, not while other aircraft are flying.   

25. Access to the Lake County field is controlled by a locked gate. There are two locks; one is used by Lake County and the other by MARCS.  All MARCS members will be issued a key (or a combination). The person who opens the lock must open the gate and then close the lock.  The last person to leave the field is responsible for closing and re-locking the gate.  Our field is shared with a farmer – please leave the gate open if the farmer is present.   

26. Since the flying site is some distance from the main road, it is strongly recommended that club members not fly or use the flying site alone, in case an emergency occurs.  It is also recommended that members bring water with them, as there is no drinking water available at the site.  In case of extremely bad weather, such as strong thunderstorms, members should evacuate the field and not take shelter at the transmitter impound or the storage shed.   

27. In addition to having a current-year MARCS sticker on their frequency pins (see following instructions regarding the frequency pin), for identification purposes club members should also place a current sticker on their AMA card.  MARCS stickers are distributed to members when dues are verified as paid.   

28. Other rules may be posted at any time on the bulletin board at the flying field.  Members are urged to check this board for changes and other official notices.

FREQUENCY CONTROL

The racks in the transmitter impound area holds all radios whenever they are not being used.  All the radios on the rack must be turned “OFF”. All flyers should have frequency control pins for their radios, to use at the flying field – see following section for details.   

1. Make sure your radio transmitter is “OFF” when you leave home.  Upon arrival at the flying field, all transmitters must be placed in the impound rack, and you must check to make sure that they are “OFF”.  It is your responsibility to make sure that you transmitter is always off unless you have control of that frequency.  The transmitter will only be removed from the impound area when the flyer has control of the frequency, or they are leaving the field.   

2. The first flyer to use the frequency attaches their frequency pin to the numbered peg on the frequency control board. The pin attached to the peg designates control of that frequency, and the flyer can then remove his transmitter from the impound rack for use in the pits or on the flight line.  If another flyer wishes to use the same frequency, he will attach his pin to the existing pin ahead of him, thus establishing a flight order.   

3. Upon completing a flight, the flyer will immediately return his transmitter to the impound rack, making sure that it is turned “OFF”, and then will remove his pin from the peg.  If there is another pin attached, the flyer will call out the name of the next flyer to use the frequency and attach that pin to the frequency control board.   If the first flyer wishes to make another flight, he will attach his pin to the active pins on the frequency control board, thus placing himself “back in line”.   

4. Frequency identification on radios is required, and will be in accordance with the current AMA Radio Control Utilization Plan. 

  
Transmitter Frequency Channel Identification Pins

  
When joining the MARCS club, a member will be issued one transmitter frequency pin (see note below).  Each transmitter must have its own pin to identify the frequency channel.  Members who have more than one transmitter, or later acquire additional transmitters, are responsible for making their own pins according to the following specification.   

PIN SPECIFICATION:

The transmitter frequency channel identification pin will consist of a standard wooden spring-type flat clothespin, with an ID plate attached.  The ID plate is a 1/16th-inch thick plywood plate, 1 inch wide and 2 1/8th inches long, which is attached to one half of the clothespin.  The plate is to be painted white for qualified pilots.  The plate will display the frequency channel number at the bottom, in black letters ½ inch in height and 3/8 inch wide.  The current-year  MARCS membership sticker is attached to the upper portion of the plate to signify current membership in the club.  The pilot’s last name will appear on the clothespin in letters 3/16th inch in height. 

(A “dymo” label maker is the preferred method of displaying the pilot’s last name.) 

 
NOTE: new members and students will be issued a yellow-painted pin.  White pins are issued to pilots who have been qualified by a MARCS instructor. Instructors may use pins that are marked “instructor” in lieu of a channel number.   

NOTE: The above frequency pin specification is for reference purposes.  The easiest way to make a new pin is to copy the frequency pin you were first issued.
